	Course Objectives:

To introduce speech and debating techniques as well as practice entry level debating.


Course Description – This is an introductory course for public speaking and debating techniques.  This course will explore the competitive forms of debate in Utah schools, including:  Extemporaneous Speaking, Impromptu Speaking, Oratory, Spontaneous Argumentation, Lincoln-Douglas, Public Forum, and Policy.  In addition to competitive forms of debate, this course will also include Mock Trial and Storytelling.  While in this class, students will further skills in critical and analytical thinking while developing an understanding of current political, ethical, and world issues.

Competitions – Each year Lehi High School hosts a Junior High Debate.  This year Skyridge and Lehi High are combining to host a junior high debate for schools in our area (American Fork, Willowcreek, Lehi Junior, and more).  The date for this competition is yet to be determined, but attendance and participation is required.  If you have a circumstance where you cannot attend, you will need a parent signature and a written explanation from the student as to why you cannot be there.
Tardies – Students are expected to be sitting in their seats as soon as the bell rings each day.  When the bell rings, the door will close and any student who is tardy will need to go to the office and return with a tardy slip.  If you are tardy, you will lose some participation points for that day.  
Absences – If you are absent you will need to check the class blog to find out what the prompt is for the journal entry, information about class assignments, and anything else you may need.  When you come back to school, go to the file cabinet and look for the current quarter you are in.  Your missing assignments will be located in this file cabinet for easy access.  After you have checked the blog and the filing cabinet for your late work, please come talk to me if you have any further questions.
Food and gum – In general, no food is allowed in this class.  On occasion, we may have days where we will eat food.  You may bring water bottles to class.  Gum is allowed as long as I don’t see it or hear it.  Once I see you catch you playing with your gum or hear you popping bubbles, it needs to be thrown away.
